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Investment in Tourism

• In the planning carried out for the National Infrastructure Program, diverse projects 
were included in transport and telecomm, water and energy, which will have a signifi-
cant impact on tourism development.

• Hence, investment in infrastructure will support the development of various 
tourism corridors and poles, and will contribute to achieving an investment amount 
in the tourism sector of at least 20 billion dollars for the 2007-2012 period.
